In Year 11, 12 and 13 students study to complete the National Certificate in Educational Achievement (NCEA) at three 
levels. 
Credits for NCEA are gained by completing Achievement Standards and Unit Standards 
All Unit Standards and some Achievement Standards are internally assessed. Some Achievement Standards are assessed 
externally with examinations at the end of the year. 
Credits may count towards other National Certificates

University Entrance is achieved by gaining a minimum of 42 credits at Level 3 or higher on the National Qualifications 
Framework (NQF), including a minimum of 14 credits at level 3 or higher in each of two subjects from an approved list, with 
a further 14 credits or higher taken from no more than two additional domains on The NQF or approved subjects. 
You must have a minimum of 14 credits at Level 1 or higher in Mathematics on the NQF. You must have a minimum of 8 
credits at Level 2 or higher in English or Te Reo Maori; 4 credits must be in Reading and 4 credits must be in Writing. The 
literacy credits are to be selected from a schedule of approved standards. 

NCEA Certificates endorsed with Merit & Excellence 
Students are able to gain NCEA certificates endorsed with merit or excellence depending on their overall achievement. This 
is to encourage students to do their best and achieve as many merit and excellence grades as possible. 

• 50 credits at merit = NCEA with Merit 
• 50 credits at excellence = NCEA with Excellence 
Students are able to gain merit or excellence in particular subject areas, once again, depending on how many merits and 
excellences they receive in the standards that make up that subject, for example, English. This will encourage students who 
are doing well in particular subjects to do their very best.  
The annual Results Notice will include Not Achieved results for internal assessment. Currently Not Achieved results are 
only recorded for external assessment. 
A complete record of a student�s performance at school and will list every standard attempted and the results, including not 
achieved will be available to school leavers. 
The Record of Learning is being renamed, Record of Achievement. This more accurately reflects that it is a record of all 
credits gained at school, tertiary education and in the workplace.

We expect all of our students to hand in assessable work on the due date. Late work will not be accepted.  
If the deadline is missed, students then need to discuss with their subject teacher the next steps regarding either 
reassessment or compassionate consideration. If in the professional judgement of the subject teacher there are grounds 
for further action then the student will need to apply in writing to the Dean of Level outlining their reasons for the 
application. The Dean, in consultation with the relevant HoD, will decide if the student is eligible for reassessment or 
compassionate consideration. The Dean will then communicate their decision to the student via the subject teacher. 
Resubmission (one further go) is available in some instances for assessments. It is allowed if a student has missed out on 
getting achieved, because of one or two answers not meeting the standard. They rework only those answers that were not 
sufficient. The teacher does not tell them what to do � just that the answer needs to be improved. Some teachers allow 
oral conferencing to cover this and sign it off.  
The issue of reassessment applies only to internally assessed standards. Reassessment tasks, although designed to 
assess the same standard, are not to be the same task as the original one. There will be only one reassessment 
opportunity offered, where it is appropriate to do so. 
There is no reassessment opportunity for externally assessed Achievement Standards other than sitting the assessment 
tasks in the following year. 
The decision to provide reassessment opportunities is up to the professional judgement of the Head of Department. 
These decisions are to be clearly stated on the Subject Assessment Statement issued at the beginning of the year, and 
on the relevant standard�s task sheet. 
A further assessment opportunity is possible only for those students who have not achieved the standard on their first 
attempt. If they meet the required standard on their second attempt, they will have the appropriate level of their 
achievement recorded and reported. Students are given credit for the level they achieve in the reassessment. 
It is the decision of the Head of Department when the reassessment opportunities take place.  

Compassionate Consideration 
Compassionate Consideration applies to those students who missed an assessment opportunity for medical, health or 
serious family problems. Doctor�s certificates, or equivalent, will be expected to support a student�s application. 
If an application for compassionate consideration applies to external standards, then the student must approach the 
Assistant Principal - Assessment, who will require evidence of the level that the student has demonstrated.  
It may be, for internal standards, that where appropriate, another assessment opportunity is made available to the 
student. 
If the application relates to internal standards, then the student must approach the Dean, who may decide (in consultation 
with the HoD) to recommend the student for a reassessment opportunity, or ask for evidence from the subject teacher that 
the student can reach the required standard, based on formative tasks. 

Special Conditions 
Students with long term physical and/or learning disabilities may apply for any combination of extra time/reader/writer/ 
enlarged scripts for external and internal standards. The HoD will be asked to identify such students at the beginning of 
the year. Then the student needs to apply to the Assistant Principal - Assessment. Once a decision has been made about 
the form special conditions will take, subject teachers will be notified and are expected to ensure that the special 
conditions are met for all assessed work. 

Extensions 
In special circumstances, for internal standards, extensions may be negotiated with the HoD before the due date for 
assessed work, with evidence to support the request for extra time. The approval and extra time allowed will be up to the 
professional judgement of the HoD. 
To allow for adequate time for the application of this requirement, it is recommended that due dates occur at the beginning 
of the week, not at the end. 

Appeals 
Good assessment practise reduces the need for formal appeals. This may include providing the criteria for the levels of 
achievement before the assessments are delivered; discussing marking processes with the students; providing cover

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sheets with the returned work, showing the marking process and how the final decision was reached. 
Students will have up to 10 school days after the return of internally assessed work, in which to lodge an appeal 
regarding the level of achievement assigned to their work. 
In the first instance, the student is to discuss any issues with their subject teacher.  
If the issue is not resolved to their mutual satisfaction, students collect an appeal form from the Dean�s office and a 
written approach is made next to the HoD, and then to the Assistant Principal - Assessment. At each level, the decision 
is communicated back to the student. 
Students are to sign for each of their results to indicate that they agree with the level of achievement awarded, unless 
an appeal process has been initiated. HoDs are expected to keep these sheets and return them to the Assistant 
Principal - Assessment at the end of each year, as part of the Assessment Quality Assurance Document 2.

Authenticity 
All students must submit their own work for assessment purposes. Different subjects will use a variety of methods to 
verify authenticity of work done outside the classroom setting, away from teacher supervision. These are to be 
discussed with the students when the tasks are assigned. 
Possible approaches include: 

• Changing the context of the assessment from year-to-year to prevent copying  
• Supervision of the research process by including regular conferencing checkpoints, or requiring plans and rough 

drafts to be handed in 
• Keeping ongoing work on the school site 
• Controlling the resources students may use 
• Being familiar with the resources that are available 
• Oral questioning of a student�s understanding or requiring a repeat performance where there is doubt 
• Controlling group work by breaking the task into group or individual components 
• Requiring signature on an authenticity statement, signed by pupil and caregivers 
 
If the authenticity of a piece of work is in doubt, then the matter is passed on to the Assistant Principal - Assessment 
with the appropriate documents, and a summary of processes followed. The Assistant Principal - Assessment, in 
consultation with the HoD/student/family, will then make the decision regarding authenticity. 

You need to keep track of what you have achieved to date. 
At the start of the year you can get a copy of your Record of Learning from the NZQA website. It will list the number of 
credits you have achieved. 
During the year you can get a printout from your Dean or Mrs Grant with the number of credits you have achieved at 
level 1, 2 and 3  to date.
